The reason why the verses have been sent to us,
though they are professedly direfled against an article
in a Frankfort Paper, is no doubt the article—* The
fack Manch deliberating on the trade
of Germany.” 'We cannot refuse them an insertion,
as they serve to confirm our observations en the views
and sentiments of the Eqglish vespe@ing Geimany, and
as John Bull reyeals himself in them with so ‘much
truth.  They contain, however, nothing new ; in Eng.
lish journals, and English parliamentary speeches, the
same language has been often enough held.

England, which not only
lost nothing by the war, but gained incalculably by it—
how can she even presume to put the smallest value on
what she has given, to compensate the loss which it
oceasionzd tq Germany? How often must the German
pation be publicly reprasched with the alms which it
received from the Enulivh? What ate their two hun-
dred thousand pounds compared with the wealth of

Englind and the loss of Germany? Almost at the

very time when the Parliament of Grear Britain and

Treland, with so moch din, made a grantof a hundred

thousaad pounds for the relief of sufferers from the
war in Ge'nnay, the Corporation of London gave ane
dinner, which cost the fifth part of that sum !

Enuland has at most given one million of dollara to
Germapy.  Tg it the thousandth part of its loss?  And
yer England now rests on thia her claim 1o make Ger-
many tributary to her, a8 if she had saved the whole
German nation from fumine. Jokn Bull may indeed
believe this. For the one million which Germany re=
ceived from England, it is to be for ever subje@ed to

this. Need we say another word on the subjeét ?

We write sbout Germanism till we make ouselves
ridiculous, and seele for jt in the cut of a coat or the
form of a head-dress. ould thar we had at last so
much true German national feeling a8 to feel as we
ought the insult offered ta us in claiming to make us
eributary to the avarice of other nations! The free-
dom of trade may remain untouched ; but the nation
should voluntarily come te a determination to purchnse
only the produdions of native jndastry.
