who bad her orders were not willing /he should take them,
They legari to trip bim, and he recliated.

Hedrew his pistol,
and wasabout to fire, and kili one of the villains, whenma
frisnd of bis,  gourler, came vp, and held bisarm, Hetben
pulled the trigger, and bis friend received the chargewnder his
arm, which wadg a hole ia him, This friend was confined
forty days in consequence of the wound.

e ination of Lieutenant Flynn was
tiit foirr o’clock, and was not then congluded.  He repeatad
thiat he had often entered the tent when called by her Royal
Highness at night, during the voyage homewards in the po-
lacre, and that he never on any occasion saw Bergami in bed
there ; if Bergami had been in bed, be (Lieutendnt Fiynn)
must have seen him.  Her Royal Highness was always Ifing
on the sofs, dressed. When sie slept below, in her voyage to
Jaffa, he has gone below into her ¢abin in the morning to pay
bis'respects, and has alsa seen her lying on a sofd dressed.
