To enable our readers to farm a just estimate of the
importance of the taking of the Trocadero, which has
been officiully announced in the Monitenr, we think it
necossury to give some details of the fortress, and of
the position which we have gained, not from diction-
aries or maps, but which have been furnished to us by
an old offiecr,whao, in the lute war, hadfor many nionths,
with n body of troops, occupied this point.

Cadiz, the Trocadero, and St. Mary’s form a kind of
tri whose sides partly encompass the grent bay
of Cadiz. The mont distant point is Cadiz,
right as you look to the senis 8t. Mary,and on the
left, opposite to the canal which cucloses the Isle of
Leon, stands the Fort of Matagordu ; and this is more
Ty nt than theTrocadero, beingsitunted about 3000
uﬁﬁ'—m Ow-—n’i‘ﬂm—i-n, on the
other side ofthe canal is th causeway of the Isle ofT.eon
and theCortadura, a coversd way which separates Cadiz
from theContinent. Thecanalof separation between the
covered way and the Trocadero s called the road of
the Puntales, defended by s fort of the same name, and
under batteries which must be pussed you ar-
rive, by sea, at the remotedt bay which washes the Isle

of Leon praper.
It was onlyin 1810 that the French, after they had
made (hﬂm!Jvr.& masters of the Matagord, fortified

tha end nearest tothe isleof Trocadero, and gave to
the fort which they conatructed the aame of Trocadero.
It is on these batteries thut the famous mortars of
Villaintroi, which had been cast nt Seville, were placed;
and thix is the point from which they fired the bombs,
which arrived with dificulty before Cudiz, but without
exploding, as the success of the contrivance wus de-
feated by the distance, and the excessive rapidity of
their motion.

The accupation of Trocadero can much less facilitate
the attack directed againat Cadiz, than tiat against the
Isle of Lieon ; hut the fort of the Puntales, which com-
mands snd defenis the passaze, and which in addition
is hombeproof, will necessarily present the greatest ob-
stacles to arriving atit. ILmny even be presumed, that
before they attempt to guin posseasion of this portionof
the cunseway, where they will Gud - thenselves exposed
to the batterics of Caliz, and encompassed by the sea,
thae they will direct the efirts of the aruy against even
the Isie of Leon, contiguous to which is wnother smill
ixland where the marine arsenal is situsted, and which
also prescats the greatest rosources of defence.  Then
after they shall have made themselves masters of thexe
points it will still be possible to ke a scrious attack
on the land side agninst Cadiz, which cannot be bom-
barded but from thesea. Finally, there ure brief
notice ficts and conjectures; the facts are positive, but
the coujectures ore under the disposal of clunce, which
Niappily cunnot be very distant.

THE LATE POPE.

RoME, Avc. 23.

The Diariohas published the following details of the
ceremonies which took place after the death of his Ho=
liness Pope Pius VIl. Cardinal Paces, the Chamber-
lain, being informed of the Pontif®s death, mssembled
the Apostolic Chamber, and  repaired on the 20th, at
nine ¢’clock in the moruing, ta the apartment in which
the Pope breathed his lust. After repenting on his
knees the prayers for thesugust deconved, he examined
the body, one of the attendants uncavering the coun-
tenance. ‘I'he Chamberlain received from the Master
of the Chamber, thé Fisherman’s ringy and the
Notury, Secretary to the Chamber, read, on his knees
the set recording this ceremony.

The longest was that
of 1740, when Benoit the Fourteenth was clected.—

during during the Conclave.
